World History Chapter 10 Vocabulary


Belisarius – A brilliant general who helped Byzantine re-conquer North Africa, Italy, and southern Spain. (p 236)

Autocrat – Sole ruler with complete authority (p 236)
Patriarch – Highest church official (p 237)
Icons – Holy images (p 237)
Cyril and Methodius – Two Greek monks who adapted the Greek alphabet so they could translate the Bible into Slavic languages in 863 CE (p 241)
Cyrillic Alphabet – The written script used in Russia and Ukraine (p 241)
Olga of Kiev – In 957, Princess Olga converted to Byzantine Christianity; however, it was only widespread when Olga’s grandson, Vladimir, reigned. (p 241)
Vladimir of Kiev – Spread the Byzantine Christianity while he reigned; married sister of a Byzantine emperor (p 241)

Yaroslav (the Wise) – r. 1019-1054; issued a written law code to improve justice—like Justinian; translated Greek works into his language; arranged marriages between his children and some of the royal families of Western Europe (p 241)

Genghis Khan (“World Emperor) – A young leader that united the nomadic Mongols of central Asia; overran lands from China to Eastern Europe (p 241)

Golden Horde – Mongol armies led into Russia by Batu, a grandson of Genghis, between 1236-1241; looted and burned Kiev and other Russian towns; ruled Russia until 1480 [next 240 years] (p 241-242)

Boyars – Great landowning nobles (p 242)

Czar (Tsar) – The Russian word for “Caesar” (p 243)
Time of Troubles – Disputes over succession, peasant uprisings, and foreign invasions that plunged Russia into a period of disorder; Time of Troubles lasted from 1604 to 1613 (p 243)

West Slavs – Present-day Poland and the Czech and Slovak republics (p 245)

South Slavs – Descended into the Balkans and became the ancestors of the Serbs, Croats, and Slovenes (p 245)

Queen Jadwiga – Poland’s greatest age came after Jadwiga married Wladyslav Jagiello of Lithuania in 1386; the nuptial resulted in Poland-Lithuania having controlled the largest state in Europe (p 245)
Wladyslav Jagiello – Married Queen Jadwiga in 1386 (p 245)
Cracow (Krakow) – Located in Poland; Jadwiga supported a university in Cracow, which became a major center of science and the arts (p 245)

Diet – An assembly (p 247)

Battle of Kosovo – Occurred in 1389; the Serbs fought to the death against the Ottoman Turks as they tried to advance farther inside Serbia (p 195)
