Astrolabe – An instrument made by the ancient Greeks to determine the latitude at sea (p 365)
Caravel – A Portuguese ship that has long isosceles sails (p 365)
Prince Henry the Navigator – Gathered scientists, cartographers, and other experts to redesign ships, prepare maps, and trained captains and crews for long voyages; found route to Asia (p 365)

Vasco da Gama – Discovered a path to the port of Calicut on the west coast of India (p 365)
Scurvy – A disease caused by the lack of Vitamin C (p 365)
Columbus – An Italian navigator from the port of Genoa; found West Indies (p 365)

Line of Demarcation – Spain and Portugal’s line of whether who gets control of where; Spain had rights west of the line (p 367)
Cabral – A Portuguese captain from the 1500’s that was blown off course as he sailed around Africa and landing in Brazil (p 367)
Magellan – Sailed around the world hoping to find spices (p 368)
Circumnavigate – Sailing around the world (p 368)
John Cobot – Venetian navigator that found rich fishing lands in Newfoundland. (p 368)
Northwest Passage – A search that continued for centuries (p 368)
Cartier – French captain who explored the St. Lawrence River (p 368)
Henry Hudson – Dutch captain who discovered the Hudson River (p 368)
