Ancient China - The Creation of Paper
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The process of making paper





Influenced by the discovery of silk, the Chinese have created a cheap, light, thin, and durable surface to record logs of history and/or practice the art of ancient calligraphy.

In early 2nd century C.E., a Chinese citizen named Cai Lun produced a brand new type of “paper.” In contrast to the heavy bamboo and wooden strips the Chinese used to write on, this sort of paper was made from bark, rags, wheat stalks, and other materials, which was convenient to carry and relatively easy to make.


The spread of papermaking became infamous throughout the world by the 16th century.
